This document outlines the steps and requirements for forming and maintaining the Chapter. 

Article I: Mission and Goals 
VEL’s mission is to develop a network and sense of community among students from various cultural and socioeconomic backgrounds while raising awareness for the different issues embodied by VEL’s Programs. VEL aims to cultivate student leadership and communication among students while promoting cultural integration. 

BranchOut!: In September 2015, during a fireside talk in D.C., James Ryan, former Dean of the Harvard Graduate School of Education, spoke about the importance of preparing American youth- especially those who lack educational resources for 21st-century careers and the need to enhance students’ interest in STEM. Dr. Yuhsien Wu responded to Dean Ryan’s call by organizing a multicultural mentoring program in the Washington D.C. metropolitan area to promote cross-cultural understanding and STEM education. 

Article II: Formation of the Chapter
The Chapter is expected to pursue VEL’s mission and the goals of VEL’s Programs. It shall provide information, including the names, emails, phone numbers, and mailing addresses of three adult leaders and three student officers. Adult leaders must assume the roles of Chair, Vice President of Treasurer, and Vice President of Operations for the corresponding three student officers of the Chapter. 

Article III: Relationship between the Chapter and VEL
The Chapter’s Obligation to VEL: 
· The Chapter shall report attendance information for each public event to VEL. 
· The Chapter shall submit promotional materials, such as photos and articles, for review and obtain prior written approval from VEL. 
· The Chapter shall help promote all national and global VEL events.
· The Chapter Chair shall participate in meetings with other Chapter Chairs. 
· The Chapter agrees not to establish a separate online presence from those created by VEL without prior written approval from VEL. 
· The Chapter agrees not to form any separate legal entities from those created by VEL for similar purposes; any such change must receive prior written approval from VEL. 
· The Chapter shall coordinate activities and communication with the Executive Committee and global committee chairs of VEL Programs.
· All funding application materials related to VEL Programs must be reviewed by VEL and obtain prior written approval before submission.

Article IV: Fees
VEL agrees to provide necessary support for the Chapter to help create a successful program, with the Chapter covering the related cost. Such support includes but is not limited to training, management, technology platforms, legal advice, mailing lists, and other communication channels, recruiting efforts, etc., to the extent such resources are available, granted that all application fees are collected through VEL.

Article V: Dissolution of the Chapter
Dissolution of the Chapter requires the unanimous consent of all its officers and prior written approval by VEL. In the event that the Chapter fails to comply with the provisions contained in this document, VEL reserves the right to revoke the Chapter, and the Chapter shall be dissolved.
